Music is taught in class every week and is informed by the model music curriculum (March 

2021). Lessons are a minimum of 30 minutes and are taught by a music specialist. Teaching is 

supported by specialist planning. Music is taught from EYFS to Year 6 which ensures 

consistency and progression. 

Children in years 3 and 4 learn an instrument as a whole-class ensemble taught by our music 

specialist from Shropshire Music Service.
